That’s just one reason why
tying a secure line is essential for any sailor. This skill is known as marlinespike seamanship.

It’s important for sailors to use the right terms to avoid miscommunication. Rather than looping
a rope, you should take a turn with the bight of a line or a wire. Once a fiber rope was removed
from its original coil, it becomes a line. And lines don't break or snap, they part.

Storing lines is another important skill. There are different ways to store coils. A sailor can coil
down, fake down, or Flemish down the line, depending on what the line will be used for. It's
important to secure the bitter end of the line with a whipping. If the line is right-handed, it
should be coiled with the sun. If it is left-handed, it should be coiled against the sun.

This vital skill
prevents loss of equipment and damage to your vessel.

Different types of lines can withstand different amounts of strain. Even if your load is under the
breaking strain (B), it still might exceed the safe working load (SWL). The line’s safety factor
will tell you what portion of big constitutes the SWL.

To make a line last longer, warm and parcel it for weather protection. For additional protection,
turn a smaller piece of line around the outside.

You should also know when to use various types of knots, bends, and hitches. With each type,
with the line forms a loop around itself. But each configuration serves a different purpose. Use
knots when you secure a single line around the bundle of something. If you are connecting the
line to spar or shackle, use a hitch instead. Bends are appropriate when you need to connect two
lines together. The most versatile know is a bowline. It can be used as the foundation of many
connections.

Trammel nets are the kind of the . The name “trammel nets” is of French origin
— derived from “trios mailles” which means “three meshes”. A trammel nets consists of three
of netting with a small mesh inner netting between two layers
of large mesh netting within which fish will . These nets are strings of

nets kept more or less vertical by floats on the headrope and mostly by weights
on the groundrope. Small floats are usually made of plastic and they are either cylindrical or
egg-shaped. The lead weights are evenly distributed along the groundrope.
Trammel nets are operated in the freshwater and inshore fishery mostly as stationary gear. This
can be used also in wintertime for fishing under ice. They used to be hauled by hand. Modern
gillnet haulers may also be used for hauling the nets.
